James saw soccer as a vehicle to engage youth and build community in the Portland area. He had been employed for the past several months as a security officer at Mercy Hospital in Portland. He was preparing for a career studying Criminal Justice at the Southern Maine Community College in South Portland. James will be remembered at Mercy Hospital for his soft-spoken manner, kindness, and his warm smile. He was very committed to the safety and security of all patients and staff at Mercy. James is survived by his mother and father of Portland; and a daughter, Elizabeth Amari Angelo.
Wilfred Okot Omal, 1970-2005. Wilfred Omal was member of Portland United Soccer, tragically died in a car accident while driving south from Waterville Maine. Wilfred completed High School In Arabic in Khartoum Sudan. He lost his documents upon arrival to Egypt; Wilfred had to re-do his schooling all over again. He attended Adult Education in Portland while working full time at Paradigm Windows Solutions. He played soccer at an early age and developed quickly an addiction to the game that did not go away. Portland United was founded in the summer of 2002. His death left a void and many broken hearts. Omal was admired in the Sudanese community for how he listened to people, helped his family, and participated in fund-raising drives for a school at a refugee camp in Sudan. He joined Aserela Maine since coming to America in the early 2000.
